Represent by making a drawing of as with a pencil chalk etc on a
surface.

elucidate Make free from confusion or ambiguity; make clear.
Work such as theirs will help to elucidate this matter.

expatiate
Add details, as to an account or idea; clarify the meaning of and
discourse in a learned way, usually in writing.
She expatiated on working class novelists.

explain Serve as a reason or cause or justification of.
The committee explained their plan for fund raising to the Dean.

explanation
A statement that makes something comprehensible by describing the
relevant structure or operation or circumstances etc.
The explanation was very simple.

exposition A large public exhibition of art or trade goods.
The exposition will feature exhibits by 165 companies.

expository Serving to expound or set forth.
Clean expository writing.

expound Present and explain (a theory or idea) in detail.
The abbess expounded the scriptures to her nuns.

gallery
A covered corridor (especially one extending along the wall of a building
and supported with arches or columns.
An art gallery.

snapshot A record of the contents of a storage location or data file at a given time.
My snapshots haven t been developed yet.
