pacifist Holding the belief that war and violence are unjustifiable.
She was a committed pacifist all her life.

prejudiced Being biased or having a belief or attitude formed beforehand.
A prejudiced judge.

racist
A person who is prejudiced against or antagonistic towards people on the
basis of their membership of a particular racial or ethnic group, typically
one that is a minority or marginalized.
Racist remarks.

radical A radical sign.
Radical political views.

reformer A person who makes changes to something in order to improve it.
A skilled reformer of government spending.

sexism
Discriminatory or abusive behavior towards members of the opposite sex.
Sexism in language is an offensive reminder of the way the culture sees
women.

sexist A person with sexist views.
Old fashioned sexist attitudes.

suffragette A woman seeking the right to vote through organized protest.

suffragist A person advocating that the right to vote be extended to more people,
especially to women.
