[ am forgetting We are forgetting
You are forgetting You are forgetting
He/She/lt is forgetting They are forgetting

Forget in Present Perfect Tense

Singular Plural
I have forgotten or (rarely) forgot We have forgotten or (rarely) forgot
You have forgotten or (rarely) forgot You have forgotten or (rarely) forgot

He/She/lt has forgotten or (rarely) forgot They have forgotten or (rarely) forgot
