generous Not petty in character and mind.
A generous assessment of his work.

giver A person who gives something.
A giver of advice.

humane (of a branch of learning) intended to have a civilizing effect on people.
The humane education of literary study.

A category of things distinguished by some common characteristic or
quality.
Kind to sick patients.

leniency Mercifulness as a consequence of being lenient or tolerant.
The court could show leniency.

love Be enamored or in love with.
Children need a lot of love.
